Simms Park

meetings and various activities.  Softball diamonds and a full-
court gymnasium can be rented (insurance required).
Children's playground, barbeque braziers available, with park-
ing for over 300 cars.

Thompson Park
A multi-purpose room with kitchen, and a deluxe picnic shel-
ter are available. Softball diamonds and a full-court gymna-
sium can be rented (insurance required). Children's play-
ground, barbeque braziers available, & parking for over 125
cars.

Caruthers Park
20 acre recreation facility with  lighted baseball and softball
fields, skate park, multi-purpose/game room, equipment
check-out building, picnic areas, barbeque braziers, wading
pool, big and small children's playgrounds, two lighted ten-
nis, basketball, volleyball, handball and tetherball courts,
gymkhana/equestrian facilities, bike/jogging trail and park-
ing for over 115 cars.
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
