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PERMANENT RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMITS

Cost:
$50 each for the first two, $100 for the third, $200 for a fourth.

Term:
Permits expire at the end of each calendar year.

Number:
Maximum of four permanent permits per household.

· There are currently 12 streets in Bellflower that require residential parking permits.

· Since these permits can be shared among vehicles, they must be displayed on the mirror, or be subject to citation.

TEMPORARY RESIDENTIAL PARKING/GUEST PERMITS

Cost: 
There is no cost for temporary residential parking permits.

Term: 
Temporary permits are not to exceed 24-hours.
Number:
Residents will be allowed a maximum of 15 permits on any single day.

· Temporary permits will be issued for any Federal holiday and an additional three non-holiday days per year.

RV and RECREATIONAL TRAILER OVERNIGHT PARKING PERMITS
Cost:
Each permit costs $5.

Term:
These permits are valid for 1-3 days (without a permit, it is legal to park an RV or attached Rec trailer during the day (becomes illegal between midnight – 6:00 a.m.)
· Use of public property for residential purposes (i.e. sleeping) is allowed if the permit so indicates, and can only occur a maximum of 10 days per year.

Number:
Residents may obtain these permits for a maximum of 6 days per month and a maximum of 50 days each year.

· The permit should be in the windshield of an RV or rear of trailer.

· RV/Rec Trailer must be parked within 300’ of the associated address.

· No utilities (e.g. electrical cords) are allowed to cross the public right of way.
· Vehicle/Trailer must comply with street sweeping and/or other parking regulations.
· If a trailer remains attached to an RV, only one permit is required (trailer).
· Recreational vehicle:
“Shall mean any self-propelled motor home, truck camper, or similar vehicle designed for human habitation.” 
· Recreational Trailer:
“Shall mean any non-motorized vehicle that does not exceed twenty-eight (28) feet in overall length, and is either fully enclosed and designed for temporary human habitation, or is used to transport equines (horses), boats, or motorized vehicles designed for recreational use.”
MOVING TRAILER PARKING PERMITS
Cost:
Each permit costs $5.

Term:
These permits are valid for 1-3 days.

Number:
Residents may obtain a maximum of four (4) of these permits during any consecutive 24 month period.

· Trailer must comply with red curb, fire hydrant, and other safety related parking regulations (not necessarily street sweeping).
· Moving trailer:
“Shall mean any fully enclosed, non-motorized vehicle for which evidence can be provided reasonably demonstrating the trailer is (i) validly registered with the DMV and either (ii) owned by a certified moving company that is providing actual moving services to the occupants of real property immediately adjacent the location of the trailer, or (iii) is owned or rented by an occupant of real property immediately adjacent the location of the trailer and is being or will be used for moving purposes by that occupant.”
TOWN CENTER PLAZA PARKING PERMITS

Cost:
The first two permits will cost $120 per year or prorated by $10 per month.  The third & fourth permits will cost $240 per year or prorated by $20 per month.

Term:
These permits are required to be paid in full through December of the year the permit is issued.

Number:
Business owners are able to purchase up to four permits.

· Issued to adjacent businesses located in District N only.

· These permits will not be sold at the Substation (City Hall only).
· Beginning in 2010, these permits will be the same look/type as the permanent residential permits (District N).
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
