CEQA: This ordinance is exempt from additional environmental review
under the California Environmental Quality Act (California Public
Resources Code §§ 21000, et seq., “CEQA”) and CEQA regulations (14
California Code of Regulations §§ 15000, et seq.) because it consists only
of minor revisions and clarifications to existing regulations and
specification of procedures related thereto. This ordinance, therefore,
does not have the potential to cause significant effects on the
environment. Consequently, it is exempt from additional CEQA review
under 14 Cal. Code Regs. § 15061(b)(3).

An Ordinance amending the Bellflower Municipal Code (“BMC”) by
adding Chapter 10.10 entitled *“Preferential Parking Permits”;
Chapter 10.12 entitled “Parking Restrictions”; and repealing
§ 10.12.010 captioned “Parking Vehicles for Sale or Rent”; § 12.36
captioned “Parking of Trailers on Public Streets”; § 12.38 captioned
“Parking of Recreational Vehicles on Public Streets.”
CEQA: The Ordinance is exempt from additional review under the
California Environmental Quality Act (Public Resources Code §§ 21000, et
seq., “CEQA”) and CEQA Guidelines (14 California Code of Regulations
§§ 15000, et seq.) because it establishes rules and procedures to clarify
existing policies and practices related to vehicle parking regulations; does
not involve any commitment to a specific project which could result in a
potentially significant physical impact on the environment; and constitutes
an organizational or administrative activity that will not result in direct or
indirect physical changes in the environment. The Ordinance is proposed,
in part, for protection of the environment. Accordingly, the Ordinance does
not constitute a “project” that requires environmental review (see
specifically CEQA Guidelines § 15378(b)(2, 5)).

Recommendation to City Council: 1) Read by title only, waive further
reading, and introduce Ordinance No. 1312; 2) Schedule second reading
and adoption for May 9, 2016 (at that time, resolutions establishing
preferred parking permit zones will also be considered); or 3) Alternatively,
discuss and take other action related to this item.
