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Only Safe & Sane Fireworks
Permitted For Independence Day

Independence Day is fast approach-
ing and the City of Bellflower encour-
ages all residents to have fun in a safe
and responsible manner. Bellflower
Municipal Code Section 8.16.010
makes it illegal to
"use, possess, or
transport any fire-
works that are not
classified as Safe
and Sane."

If your celebra-
tions include fire-
works, by law, they
must bear the
"Safe and Sane"
label, and the seal
must say "State of
California State Fire Marshall."

“Safe and Sane” fireworks are gen-
erally those that are neither projectile
nor explosive. Fireworks that include
rockets, aerial missiles and spinners,
roman candle-types and any other de-
vices (combination or novelty) that is
structurally or functionally similar to
any of these designs are not consid-

Note: City Hall will also be

ered "safe and sane." Fireworks not
sold at a community sales booth but
originally were purchased in Nevada,
from another state back east, Mexico,
or over the internet, are almost always
illegal. If they ex-
plode or shoot into
the air, they are ille-
gal in California.

In  Bellflower,
"Safe and Sane"
fireworks may only
be discharged July
1st through July 5th.

If you suspect
or observe someone
storing illegal fire-
works, contact the
City's fireworks tip hotline at (562) 925-
0124 ext. 2532 or log onto www.bell-
flower.org and send an e-mail using
the Safety Citizen Contact Form under
the Public Safety Department. If you
observe someone discharging illegal
fireworks, call the Lakewood Sheriff's
Station at (5662) 623-3500, and a patrol
unit will respond to your area. You
may choose to remain anonymous if
you'd like.

Penalties for the use or possession
of illegal fireworks again will be $1,000
or more. Last year, 92 individuals re-
ceived a $1,000 ticket in the midst of
their celebration because they were
caught using illegal fireworks.

Possession of a larger amount of
illegal fireworks may result in a felony
charge. Again this year, Sheriff's
deputies will be out in full force in both
marked and unmarked cars looking for
kids and adults using illegal fireworks.
